From the State Coordinator

Hi everyone,

[ hope evervone that attended STEAM
(Seminar to Educate and Motivate) found
it worthwhile and a good learning experi-
ence. | would like to thank Scott, Kittitas
Chapter and everyone that had a hand in
making it a success. If you attended and
we did not cover something you believe
should be covered, next year please let us
know.

If the mailman delivered this 1ssue on
time, you only have a few days left to
cast your vote for the people you want to
represent vou in Olympia. This is the first
step in getting our bills before a com-
mittee and eventually passed into law.

It is always important to make sure you

know who you are voting for. Never vote
strictly by party or by what someone else
tells you—always do your own research.

One of the things I have wondered
about, even before I became the state
coordinator, is our membership. As
it stands now from the beginning of
ABATE of Washington we have had over
21 thousand members in our organiza-
tion. Now, some have passed away, some
have moved out of state, and some have
given up motorcycling altogether but
even a conservative number of people
out there who have not renewed their
membership would be about 15 thousand
people. Of these 15 thousand, some have
broken off and started other factions of
sorts regarding motorcycle issues because
they thought the majority of ABATE of
Washington was not going in the di-
rection they thought we should. Some
people have become so adjusted to their
rights being stomped on. they don’t even
know what has happened to them. But
the majority of people thought everything
was going to happen overnight and when
it didn't go like they wanted, they did
not renew and went to bar room politics.
Unfortunately, this 1s not working for
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them either but they keep talking about
how their rights are being stripped away
and no one is listening to them. Now for
some not-so-sugar-coated thoughts: if
you left ABATE of Washington plan-
ning on doing things that ABATE of
Washington. the Confederation of Clubs,
and the US Defenders don’t support, in
my opinion, I can’t see it working. If
you have become adjusted to your rights
being stomped on, sit down and think
about 1t for a second because I know there
1s something you would like changed.
And if you are a bar room politician, give
it up as you will never. and 1 do mean
MNEVER, change anything from a bar,
your garage or any place other than the
capitol in Olympia meeting and talking
to the people who can help us with our
legislative issues. There is only one way
to get what we want and that is for all
motorcvclists to work together. ABATE
of Washington's mission is Dedicated to
Freedom of The Road. If you believe that
motorcycle laws need to be changed or
created to benefit motoreyclists across
Washington State, you need to get vour
friends. neighbors. anyone interested in
motorcycle rights no matter their choice
of motorcycle or lack of motorcycle to
join ABATE of Washington and work as
one.

This past month you received a mailing
from the insurance company that gives
us our $4000.00 Accidental Death &
Dismemberment insurance that you
receive free of charge when you become
a member of ABATE of Washington. In
this envelope there 1s a yellow card that
is for listing vour beneficiary. If you do
not send this in, your beneficiary will be
vour spouse if you are married and if you
are single, it would go to a parent. If you
have neither a spouse or a living parent,
chances are 1t would go into probate until
your next of kin 1s decided. So it is best
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
