The emails
that are sent out are important informa-
tion that you need to stay on board with
the organization. so please accept these
emails, please read these emails, and
please help us help vou.

Due to some comments that have
been made, I feel the need to inform
the membership about the workings
of the Board of Directors’ meetings.
The Board of Directors consist of the
state coordinator, two state deputy
coordinators, state secretary, state
treasurer, Ambassador at Large, NCOM
Ambassador and all of the chapter
coordinators. After the meeting 1s called
to order, it is asked 1if there are any
additions or corrections to the agenda.
At this time anyone on the board can
add an item to the agenda or correct
something already on the agenda. Once
the agenda has been accepted with or
without modifications, we go onto the
business at hand and commuttee reports.
While the meeting is being conducted,
members of the board (with the excep-
tion of the state coordinator) can make a
motion. When a motion is made, it must
have a second to go on for discussion.

Once it has been discussed it is called
for a vote where all of the members of
the board (with the exception of the
state coordinator who does not get to
vote on anything unless there is a tie
vote) vote to pass or fail said motion.
[tems that have been sent to the chap-
ters for the membership to vote, usually
consisting of bylaw, policy or financial
issues are also voted on at the board
meeting. On these issues, the member-
ship will tell their chapter coordinator
how they want them to vote. Now keep
in mind that just because vour chapter
voted one way doesn’t mean that’s the
way it will end up. There are twenty
other chapters out there that may have
a different opinion and the majority
rules. So when you ask how did that
get passed, 1t was not because the state
officers passed it. [t was because the
MAJORITY of the twenty-one chapter
coordinators and six state officers
passed it. | would encourage everyone
to attend a board meeting to see how
and what gets done as all members

are welcome to attend. All members
regardless if they belong to a chapter or
are independent may be recognized to
speak if they have pertinent information
to what is being discussed. By attend-
ing, you will have a better idea on our
working structure.
